1. CALL TO ORDER BY THE CHAIR: 
 
The Chair calls the Public Hearing to order at    p.m. 
 
Read: 
 
This Public Hearing is called to order at    p.m., pursuant to Section 230(1) of the 
Municipal Government Act, being Chapter M-26 of the Revised Statutes of Alberta, 2000.  The 
purpose of the Public Hearing is to hear any submissions regarding the passing of: 
 
Bylaw No. 1348/21, to amend Bylaw 1246/13 being the Land Use Bylaw,  
to redesignate a Portion of  Parcel C, Plan 2698 IC from Single Detached Residential – R1 to 
Residential Mixed Use – R5. 
 
In accordance with Sections 606 and 606.1 of the Municipal Government Act, and the Town of 
Nanton Public Notifications Bylaw, the notice of the Public Hearing was advertised electronically 
on the Town of Nanton website and on social media sites between April 27 and May 17, 2021. In 
accordance with Section 692 of the Municipal Government Act, the Town also gave written notice 
to each owner of adjacent land.   
 
2. CALL FOR SUBMISSIONS: 
 
The Chair will request if there have been any written submissions received by the CAO by the 
submissions deadline, and ask if the submissions are in support, opposition or are neutral on the 
matter. 
 
The Chair will request if the CAO or designated officer wish to present a report on the matter. 
 
The Chair will request if there is an Applicant or representatives present who wishes to report on 
the matter.   
 
3. CALL FOR PRESENTATIONS:  
 
The Chair will inquire if there are any person(s) or group(s) present who claim to be affected by 
the matter that wish to make a presentation or present a submission.   
 
The Chair then explains the rules for presentations: 

  

• Each presentation will be limited to five minutes. 

• Presenters must identify themselves and state whether the submission is neutral, in 
support or opposition. 



 

 

• Questions/comments are to be directed to the Chair.  If necessary, the Chair will redirect 
the question. 

• Council Members may question the speakers after each presentation.  (Members should 
refrain from commenting either before or during the hearing) 

• Presenters will have the opportunity to respond to any new information that has arisen 

• Any submissions made after the hearing is closed will not be presented to Council. 

• A copy of any written information shall be provided to Council 
 
The Chair shall ask if there are any more written or oral submissions. 
 
The Chair shall ask if the Members are satisfied that they have obtained sufficient information. 
 
If there are no other submissions or presentations, then the Chair will ask if the CAO or designate 
wish to make closing comments. 
 
4. (OPTIONAL AS REQUIRED) ADJOURNMENT: 
If required to pause the Hearing for any reason the Chair may state:
